All work will be evaluated according to provincial guidelines, and many assignments will be evaluated according to criterion-referencing in which the student will receive the assessment criteria with each assignment.

Students will be assessed based on assignments, projects, presentations, quizzes and unit tests that demonstrate their ability to meet the learning outcomes. 

There is also a work habit mark (G, S, N), which includes, but is not limited to, classroom behaviour, participation, homework/assignment completion, preparedness, and punctuality.

Completing assignments in a timely manner is not only important for your learning; it is a habit that is crucial for success. Students having difficulty or needing extensions must see me BEFORE assignments are due. Submitting any work after the due date may negatively affect your Work Ethic mark.
